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Woodlawn Trails Improving 
ELLSWORTH: Woodlawn Museum’s trails are receiving a make over thanks to the efforts of local students and a team from the Maine Conservation Corps.  

Students from the Hancock County Technical Center carpentry class constructed a trail kiosk during the month of May.  The kiosk will be a way for Woodlawn to better communicate with the large number of trail users.  A map of the trails, information on Woodlawn events, and a sign in box has been posted on the kiosk that is located at the beginning of the trail system.  “The students did a fantastic job constructing the kiosk and we are really appreciative of their efforts.  It has already made difference for our trail users,” remarked Joshua Campbell Torrance, the museum’s executive director.  

The trails themselves are also being improved thanks to the efforts of the Maine Conservation Corps.  A three-person team has been on site since Wednesday, May 28th removing roots and improving drainage.  A substantial portion of Track B has been improved already.  Volunteers are invited to help the team during work session starting at 8 am on Saturday, June 7th.  It is a great opportunity to learn trail improvement techniques and to lend a hand.  If interested, please call the museum at 667-8671 and bring a pair of gloves.  Proceeds from the museum’s 2006-07 forest management project and anonymous $5,000 gift are helping to fund the project.

Woodlawn has organized a committee called the "Friends of the Woodlawn Trails", which is overseeing the project and soliciting additional needed funds.  The committee is looking for volunteers, as well as donations of supplies and materials from area businesses.
